Cross Basic Life Support (BLS) for 
Healthcare Providers CPR Card.

	 Complete a 2-step TB test.

	 Complete the Physical Examination 
Form accessible through your 
Viewpoint account. 

	 Complete a 10-panel drug screen test.

	 Provide an Influenza Vaccination 
Record for the current season or a 
Declination of Influenza Vaccination 
Waiver.

ADMISSION STEPS & REQUIREMENTS
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The application period for VC’s Vocational Nursing Program begins in February and ends Oct. 1. Classes begin the following January and continue through 
December. Applicants are encouraged to submit an application by April 1 to allow ample time to complete all requirements by the Oct. 1 deadline. Qualified 
applicants who complete all requirements by May 15 (when the application review begins) will be given priority consideration for scholarships.

Financial assistance may be available to help with some of the requirements for admission to the 
program. If you are struggling to meet any of the requirements, please ask about available assistance.
